This statement provides 

information relative to those states, 

subordinates (districts, auxiliaries, etc.) and 

chapters that I currently show have paid 

and/or not paid their International dues.  

Many of you let me know that you are in 

contact with those who haven’t paid their 

dues yet.  I really appreciate your efforts in 

helping me to reach my goals and getting 

your state to receive the appropriate number 

of votes at International Convention! 

During the past few months, I have heard 

from some chapters regarding confusion 

with respect to their International dues, so 

I’m hoping you can assist me at your state 

meetings in answering some questions: 

1. The ESA International fiscal year is 

from August 1 through July 31 (not 

January through December).  

Therefore, dues were due August 1 

and any dues received after April 30 

must be applied to the next fiscal 

year. 

2. International dues are $40 per year 

for chapters and subordinates and are 

$45 per year for state and regional 

councils (MARC, SERC, RMRC, 

WSRC). 

3. International dues are paid to the IC 

Treasurer, not ESA Headquarters. 

4. When checking statements for any 

additions or deletions of chapters, 

please know that I can only delete or 

add chapters upon official 

notification from ESA Headquarters. 

Lastly, don’t worry about Credentials; we’ll 

do great!  If you have any questions, I’m 

always here to help.  Together, let’s have 

fun and “Dream Big!”
